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In the winter of 1882-1883, S.G.W.BENJAMIN was appointcd by
President Arthur 1o the Iegation in persia, just created by Act of Congress. In
1885 with the accession of the Democratic Party to Power, he returned to
private life, in accordance with the practice of diplomatic service of the

books or 1 rare sources out ot reach.

"The history of Iran” by Louis Dubeux 15 onc of these sources
mentioned above which 1s employed for this purpose. Unfortunately we have
no informanion about its author and only know that 1t was published 1881
in Paris and on the frontpiece the author s titled as the "Conservateur
Adjoint a4 la bibliotheque Royale et associe correspondant de FAcaddime des
sciences de Turin”

Nevertheless this rare and invaluable book contamns o number of
illustrations and drawings of travellers whose orngial sources unfortunately
arc not known and ascertamed. It has been tnied 1o select the rare and
untque drawings of this publication which are not to be tound 1 other
collecnions.
